The Lavaca and King William
neighborhoods are the recipi-
ents of a combined City of San
Antonio Extreme Target Sweep from
February 2-27, 2009. The Sweep
program coordinates a comprehen-
sive package of City services to
enhance the appearance of the target
neighborhoods and encourage long-
term property maintenance.

With the creation of the CoSA’s
Housing & Neighborhood Services
Department came the implemen-
tation of a program for service
delivery, known as the *“Targeted
Neighborhood Sweep Program.” This
program was conceptualized to coor-
dinate a comprehensive package of
city services to enhance the appear-
ance of the target neighborhoods
and encourage long-term property
maintenance. Originally the Target
Neighborhood Sweep Program was
designed to coordinate a two week
delivery of a comprehensive pack-
age of city services. In 2006, the
program was enhanced to provide a
month long comprehensive bundle
of city services to be conducted in
one selected neighborhood in each
council district in addition to year
long follow up services.

In an innovative approach, the
Extreme Target Sweep program
has established a satellite City Hall
through the use of a mobile unit
where residents can communicate
with a designated Special Projects
Coordinator. In the command post,
residents can voice their concerns
and inquire about all city services.
The command post for the Lavaca/
King William Sweep will be held at
the KWA office for at least part of
the Sweep.

Street. He and
his wife, Hazel,
moved to our
neighborhood in 1972, a few years
after his retirement from the Air Force.

Al joined the Army Air Force
immediately after the bombing of
Pearl Harbor in 1941. He came to San
Antonio from his boyhood home in
Hamilton, Texas, to take the Flying
Cadets test at Kelly Field. After
advance pilot training at Douglas,
Arizona, he and his crew went first
to England then on to North Africa.
In 1944, he flew twenty-four bomb-
ing missions over Germany. He was
awarded the Distinguished Flying
Cross and the Presidential Citation as
well as five air medals.

After the war, he was involved
with the planning and execution of
the Berlin Airlift. In the 1950s, his
family joined him in England where
they lived for several years. While
there, Al served as a British Squadron
Commander in an officer exchange
program. He went on to become a
USAF test pilot.

Al liked to reminisce about their
first introduction to our neighborhood
in 1972 when King William was still
early in its renaissance. After find-
ing the Heusinger House at 317 King
William for sale, they were interested
in buying it but the owners wouldn’t
allow them or anyone else inside to
see it. Six months later, when they

finally reached an agreement on the
price, they had all kinds of trouble get-
ting the owners and their four dogs to
vacate. Besides the owners quarters,
they found that there were also seven
other awful apartments in the house.
Al said that it was just as well that
they hadn’t seen the inside or they
would have never bought it. After
their initial regrets however, Al said
that the challenge of restoring it over
the next few years gave both of them
much joy and satisfaction.

During one of my last visits with
Al, though weak and frail, he never
complained but instead, wanted to
talk about the good things that life had
offered him. He said that he had been
richly blessed and began to innumer-
ate his good fortune.

“First,” he said, “God gave me
a faithful companion who stood by
my side for sixty-five years. Then we
had the good fortune to find this great
neighborhood. I’ve lived here in this
house for thirty-six years and most of
them were good years. I’ve had good,
caring friends and good neighbors.

I’ve been blessed to have John
and Deb Doski next door. They have
been wonderful to me. They have
been faithful to look in on me often
and also did the same for Hazel in her
last days. | couldn’t have stayed in
this house after Hazel died if not for
my caretaker, Mary Jane. She’s been a
blessing to me.” “So you see,” he said,
“how can | possibly complain? Life
has been very good to me.”

Al’s wife Hazel preceded him in
death in 2004. They can be remem-
bered with a contribution to the Alva
and Hazel Conner Memorial Fund,
which benefits the Brackenridge High
School Library. Donations should be
sent to the KWA office.

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New City of San Antonio Animal

Care Ordinances

More than 26,000 unwanted animals were euthanized at
the City of San Antonio’s Animal Care Services during 2008
alone. In order to help decrease the city’s unwanted animal
population, as of January 1, dogs in the city of San Antonio
should be spayed or neutered. Owners who don’t have their
dogs fixed are now required to purchase an intact dog permit
annually at the cost of $50 per year. Intact animals must also
be housed inside. Animal Care Services strongly urges all pet
owners to have their animals spayed or neutered. Call ACS
at 207-6652 for their assistance in getting your animal fixed.
Non-compliance with this new city ordinance can result in
citations and mandatory court appearances.

In addition, any person whose dog or cat has a litter
must obtain a litter permit either prior to the birth or within
ten business days from the date of the litter’s birth. A permit
costs $50 and only allows for one litter per female dog or cat
in any 12-month period. If a permit is not obtained, Animal
Care Services can impound your pet and her litter. There is a
requirement that the permit be displayed in all advertisements
or notices about the litter, including ads to sell, give away, or
trade any members of the litter.

All animals are required to be licensed by the city.
Licensing consists of a current rabies vaccine and a microchip.
Microchips are a safe, permanent form of identification and are
implanted in a simple one-time procedure at your vet. Animal
shelters and vet clinics now scan all animals upon intake. A
microchip containing the owner’s contact information is read
by the scanner, making it easy for the animal to be returned
to its owner. Once your pet is microchipped and has a current
rabies vaccine, a city license is now FREE. To license your
pet, fax the rabies certificate and your microchip number to
207-6673. You can also mail it to: City of San Antonio Animal
Care Services, 4710 State Hwy 151, San Antonio, TX, 78227.

Winter
has generally
been mild up to this point and it is
not far to the first week of March,
which is our average last frost. It
was an exceptionally dry 2008.
San Antonio normally gets about
34 inches of rain annually. In my
rain gauge on Mission Street, |
measured only 15 1/4 inches. Four
months had only traces of rain but
oddly July and August were the
wettest with 4 5/8 and 5 1/2 inches
respectively. The past year has gone
down in the record books as one
of our driest. Unless we receive
some very good spring rains, we
can look forward to early restric-
tions on water use. Since 40 percent
of water usage typically goes for
landscaping, we are going to have
to be creative to have beautiful gar-
dens. The use of drought tolerant
plants is primary in achieving that
goal. A free list of such plants for
our area is available in the bulletin
board on the porch of the KWA
office. Help yourself and pass some
along to your friends and neighbors.
Another way to reduce water usage
IS to keep mulch around shrubs and
in flower beds to a depth of at least
3 inches. Mulching also reduces the
number of unwanted weeds.

To get a good start on the grow-
Ing season, now is the best time to
trim back shrubs and plants to pro-

mote healthy new growth in spring.
Start trimming around Valentine’s
Day. Trimming causes plants to
start putting on new growth and
by the time that happens it will be
past that last average frost time.
Following is a list of common plants
that should be trimmed now. Some
or all may not have died back yet
due to the mild winter, but should
be cut back, even if they have a few
blooms. The plants to trim back
now include: esparanza, lantana,
firebush, plumbago, thryalis, ole-
ander, and pride of Barbados. Cut
them back to about 6 inches high.
That may seem extreme but you
will be pleasantly rewarded as the
growing season progresses.

Some plants have special needs.
For instance, nandinas should be
trimmed by cutting about one fourth
of the tallest stems down to about 2
inches from the ground. Since nan-
dinas bush out from where they are
cut, any higher would result in the
lower part of the bush being bare.
Some plants bloom at the very start
of spring on what is referred to
as “old wood” and should not be
trimmed until after they bloom.
These include bridal wreath, climb-
ing roses, flowering quince and
mountain laurel. Annuals such as
begonias and impatiens that may
have survived don’t do well as they
get older and should be discarded
and new plants purchased as they
become available.

Except for climbers, roses
should be cut back now to pro-
mote vigorous new growth and
more spring flowers. Mature roses,
more than 2 years old, should be

cut back by about half no matter
how tall or short they are. Cut off
stems growing toward the center
of the bush to increase air circu-
lation in the center of the plant
and to reduce disease. Many of us
buy roses in the spring when they
are blooming. Better selections are
those classed as “antique roses” or
hybrid teas. These are long lived,
require less water, and are disease
resistant. Two such roses consid-
ered favorites by rose gardeners are
Mrs. Dudley Cross and Mutabilus.
The Cross rose, sometimes called
grandma’s rose, is usually the one
found growing in neglected areas
because of its hardiness. Mutabilus,
also called the butterfly rose, has a
single 5 petal flower that starts out
apricot in color and changes to light
and then dark pink. When in bloom
the bush appears to be covered with
butterflies.

Nurseries will soon have a sup-
ply of annual plants for sale. Buy
now to get a good selection and
price but wait to plant them after
the threat of frost is past in mid-
March. If you plan to fertilize your
lawn grass in spring, wait until it
has been cut at least twice to be
sure the roots are actively growing
and can use the nutrients. Using a
good organic fertilizer reduces the
possible buildup of chemicals in
the soil and water supply. Organic
fertilizers do not burn the grass and
do not have to be watered in imme-
diately after their application.

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Alert Neighbors Make Safer Neighborhoods

Last fall’s rash of house and auto burglaries and van-
dalism in King William and Lavaca made the October 25
COP (Citizens on Patrol) class doubly interesting to KW
and Lavaca neighbors Jim Gillette, Elvia Quijano, Carmen
Nava-Fischer, Max Hensley, Lori Hall, Rebecca Kary and
Roselyn Cogburn.

SAPD Officers Felipe Santos Jr. and Steve Ornelas
assisted by COP President Mina Lopez presented interest-
ing statistics on crime in San Antonio and ways to prevent
crime in our neighborhoods.

Our most effective crime prevention tools are our
eyes and our telephones. As we walk or drive through our
neighborhoods, we need to be aware of anything or anyone
unusual. Carry your cell phone or a pencil and paper when
you walk your dog or exercise. Call 911 immediately for a
crime in progress including graffiti painting and disorderly
conduct by inebriated or mentally ill persons.

Call the SAPD non-emergency number, 207-SAPD,
or 311 to report a burglary or vandalism which has already
happened, loud music, public urination, public intoxica-
tion, pan-handling, overnight camping and code compli-
ance violations.

Response to calls is in relation to the level of emer-
gency, ex: bleeding before noise, but all calls will be
investigated as soon as SAPD's 2200 officers can get to it.
SAFFE Officers Doyle and Strothman can often respond
quickly when they are on duty. Bicycle Patrolmen and
Park Policemen in the area will be notified by the SAPD
dispatcher.

You do not have to give your name when you report
a crime, but you may give your name and ask for a case
number if you wish to know the outcome of the case. No
information on the person who reports a crime is released
to the suspected individual or anyone else.

Be prepared to give as many details as you can:
What happened or is happening? Address or location?
Description of suspect? Description of automobile: make,
model, color, license number?

Report graffiti in progress to 911; graffiti on public
property to 311; graffiti on utility poles and boxes (CPS,
AT&T etc.) to www.sanantonio.gov/graffiti.

Don't be afraid to call often. Don't think SAPD will
ignore a frequent caller. SAPD needs to know what is going
on in our neighborhoods. The more calls SAPD gets, the more
officers will be assigned to King William and Lavaca.
