Divisions: Senior Citizens (55 and older), Special Adults, Adults (18-54),
Junior Youth (10 and under), Senior Youth (11 through 17), Special Youth

1. The person entering the item MUST designate which class to put the item in by arrival time (this will help the
line move faster). If item is put into wrong category, it will be disqualified. ALSO, IF THERE IS A CLASS FOR
THE ITEM, EXHIBITOR CANNOT PUT THE SAME TYPE OF ITEM IN THE “ANY NOT LISTED” CATEGORIES.

2. ABSOLUTELY NO ENTRIES WILL BE TAKEN OTHER THAN AT THE DESIGNATED TIMES.

3. Due to the limited amount of space and the size of display cases, the size of an entry should not exceed 18"
high X 36" long X 18" wide. In an effort to accommodate some of the larger items; if your item is free
standing or accompanied by its own stand, we will accept those on the basis of space available and if
prior arrangements are made through the Fair Office no later than August 30, 2019. The decision to accept
these entries will be that of the chairperson. Be aware: The Fair cannot be responsible for any exhibit that is
unable to be properly secured.

4. No “For Sale” signs or any other business information can be displayed on or with exhibits.
5. Any item entered must be finished and dry.

6. If the craft is a hanging item, please be sure to have a hanger attached to the back so the item can be hung for
display. (No sawtooth hangers please.)

7. No live plants or flowers shall be entered.

8. If the project entered is done as a group activity, it must be entered as the entire group’s project. (i.e. Boy
Scouts, Girl Scouts, etc.)

9. Classes are divided I-XIIl. Each class contains various sub-classes. Exhibitors may enter as many classes as
desired, but only one item can be entered per sub-class. (Sub-classes are designated by a, b, ¢, d, efc.)

10. No exhibitor will be allowed in the building during judging and no exhibitor will be allowed in the display area
once entries are being accepted.

11. All items will be judged on a merit system. Ribbons will be awarded accordingly.

12. All blue ribbon winners will be judged for Best of Class. There will be two Best of Class ribbons awarded in
each class if warranted by the judges (i.e. Woodcraft, Metal Craft, etc.) Age division or sub-class does not matter.

13. One Best of Show ribbon will be awarded per age division. (i.e. Adult, Senior, etc.)
14. There will be a tri-color ribbon awarded to the most outstanding item overall. No age division.

15. There will be a special ribbon award for the most patriotic theme item in each age division entered in the
Patriotic Class. Age division or class does not matter.

16. All participants must comply with the Brazoria County Fair Association General Rules and Regulations printed
in this catalog, unless otherwise specified.

17. Previously entered items that have received a tri-color, Best of Show, Best of Class, or 15! Place ribbon cannot
be re-entered in the future.
