The Association of Connecticut Fairs State Quilt competition will be presenting a Quilt of Valor 

at the Fall Annual Banquet. 

The Quilts of Valor Foundation is a national organization founded in 2003 by “Blue Star” mom 

Catherine Roberts. With a son deployed in Iraq, a ‘Gunner’ sitting atop a Humvee she felt “only 

10 seconds away from panic”.  She had this vision of a post deployed worrier struggling with his 

war demons at 2 in the morning.  She saw him sitting on the side of his bed wrapped in his quilt.  

The quilt not only comforted him but warded off the demons.  Thus the QOVF was founded.  

The Quilts of Valor Foundation’s mission is to cover ALL combat service members and veterans 

touched by war with comforting and healing Quilts of Valor.  Since its founding, Quilts of Valor 

has awarded over 153,071 quilts to veterans of military actions, conflicts and wars, including World 

War II, Korea, Vietnam, Beirut, Iraq and Afghanistan. 

During the day of October 28th the State Quilt Contest will be hosting a Quilt of Valor workshop.  

Any quilter wanting to participate is welcome to make a 12” square that will be made into a Quilt of 

Valor.   

The Workshop will be held at the Lyceum from 9:30 a.m. – 4:30 p.m.  Our goal is to complete a 

Quilt of Valor by the end of the workshop.  This is a free workshop offered but registration is 

requested. 

At the banquet in the evening we will present a Quilt of Valor to one deserving individual.  To
