Tater Tot Casserole 

 

Ingredients: 

• 1 pound lean ground turkey 

• 1- 2 pound bag frozen tater tots 

• 1 can evaporated milk 

• 1 can cream of mushroom soup 

• 1 can cream of chicken soup 

• 2 cups shredded cheddar cheese 

 

Directions: 

1. Brown ground turkey in skillet, drain grease and pour into greased baking dish. 

2. Pour frozen tater tots over turkey. 

3. Mix soups in medium bowl with evaporated milk. Pour mixture over browned turkey and 

tater tots. 

4. Cook in oven, uncovered, at 350 degrees for 45, minutes. 

5. Sprinkle cheese on top and cook another 10 to 15 minutes, or until cheese is melted.
