Contestants of any age are welcome to participate with a limit of one entry per person.

Recipes must be typed on an 8 %2” x 11” piece of white paper. Contestant’s name, address and phone
number must be included on the back only. The recipes should be original and unpublished of which you
are the owner.

Each contestant is required to enter their item with serving portion for 4 or more people. .

Entries are to be brought in fully baked or cooked, completely prepared and ready for display.

Due to high temperatures and food safety during Fair, all perishables must be kept in an insulated con-
tainer such as an ice chest.

All contestants must use inexpensive, disposable storage containers for all entries.

You must be present to compete.

No pre-packaged food or mixes.
